THE NORTHERN HUB

Across the North West passenger numbers are up by an average of 40% and freight by 60%. In general, North of England rail growth is beyond Passenger Demand Forecast Handbook forecasts. The result is a rail network that is not ‘fit for purpose’. The immovable object of West Coast Route Modernization meets the irresistible force of Trans-Pennine and other passenger growth, as too many trains and people try to use too little infrastructure. A longer term solution has evolved. Born as the ‘Manchester Hub’, this has become the ‘Northern Hub’.
